7,235 bags of trash off Chinatown streets.

 Chinatown Community IdenƟfies PrioriƟes at 

PCDC Neighborhood Planning MeeƟng  
On January 21st, more than 35 parƟcipants, includ‐
ing residents, business owners, and city and agency part‐
ners, aƩended the Neighborhood Planning MeeƟng both in 
person and virtually! 
Community feedback highlighted clear prioriƟes: nearly 
75% idenƟfied housing stability as the top concern, followed 
by safety (about 70%), access to services (over 60%), 
and having a real voice in neighborhood decision-making 
(nearly 60%). TransportaƟon access, support for seniors and 
youth, and language access were also frequently noted.  
ParƟcipants expressed strong trust in long-standing communi‐
ty organizaƟons, with over half naming PCDC as a trusted 
neighborhood partner. 
Overall, the feedback reflects a shared goal: development that 
strengthens the neighborhood while preserving its people, 
culture, and community voice.

Victory in Chinatown! 
Arena to Remain in South Philadelphia 

Excerpt from PCDC's announcement from January 13, 2025: 
"January 2025 saw a victory for Chinatown, Center City neighborhoods, and the City of 
Philadelphia. With the news that the 76ers abandoned their Center City plans for the 
Stadium District, all Philadelphians will benefit.   
PCDC was a vocal opponent of the proposed 76 Place arena due to concerns about its 
impact on Chinatown and the Center City communiƟes. We are proud to have been a 
channel for residents and business owners to speak up.    
We also commend our fellow Chinatown organizaƟons and residents, along with organi-
zaƟons, and individuals for their Ɵreless advocacy and protests.   

PCDC, The Chinatown CommiƩee, and community acƟvists have long argued that the arena would bring worsened traffic, acceler‐
ated gentrificaƟon, and displacement of residents and businesses, all of which are detrimental to Chinatown’s survival. The an‐
nouncement that the arena would remain in South Philadelphia was a win-win deal for all."
