NAC Hosts Estate Planning & Tangled Titles Work-
shop With PLA and Philadelphia VIP

On March 23, PCDC’s Neighborhood Advisory Committee
(NAC) hosted a Service Area Briefing (SAB) on Estate Planning
and Tangled Titles at the Crane Community Center, with presen-
tations by Philadelphia Legal Assistance (PLA) and Philadelphia
VIP. The workshop drew strong participation with 28 attendees
in person and 14 joining virtually. The room was at capacity, re-
flecting significant community interest in estate planning and
property rights. During the session, presenters covered key top-
ics including wills and basic estate planning, property title issues,
tangled titles, the probate process, and strategies for protecting
family assets. They provided practical guidance on how resi-
dents can secure clear ownership of their homes, navigate legal
processes after a loved one’s passing, and avoid common chal-
lenges related to inherited property. The session was conducted
in a bilingual, hybrid format.
